Charles “Deed” Richardson

We are honored here tonight to present the Fire Safety Commendation Medal.  The Fire Safety Commendation Medal is given to an individual for accomplishments and/or outstanding contributions in an area of fire safety and service.  
Charles “Deed” Richardson began his fire service in 1954 at the Greece Ridge Fire Department in Greece, NY.  His father and many of his brothers, uncles and family members are or have been affiliated with this fire department in numerous ways for many years, even to this day.  In 1974, “Deed” went inactive but that didn’t last long.  In 1980 he ran for Commissioner for Greece Ridge and was just recently elected to his 8th five year term.  Last month he was presented with a Proclamation from the Town of Greece, along with a special recognition from the Fire District.  

Charles worked as a sewer/water line inspector from 1960-1969 for Ashbaugh & Ladue, a surveying company contracted by the Town of Greece.  In 1970 he was hired by Gordon Howe at Pure Waters where he worked for 23 years as a Contract Administrator.  Charles also served in the National Guard from 1957-1963, was the secretary for the Greece Fire District for 27 years and was president of the Greece Fire Council from 1982-1984.
