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The rich history of Livingston County will not fade with living memory.   It will be secure for future generations thanks to Amie Alden’s efforts.  Given her accomplishments and energies, I believe that the present Livingston County Historian is a treasure who will be acclaimed by future generations of historical researchers, genealogists, students and even the just curious.  


The position of County Historian in New York varies greatly each time a county line is crossed.  But the bench mark, the one put forth by her peers as their finest example is our own friend of the Rochester SAR, Amie Alden.  With her limited staff and budget, she has far exceeded the stated purpose of the office which is described as “to collect, preserve and interpret Livingston County's documentary heritage and manage historic records for the public.  (She) …also provides guidance and support to the 17 Town Historians .…assists the general public on research projects, publishes a quarterly newsletter out of the County Archives, sets up displays on topics of historic significance, attends events and is available to give talks on subjects of historical interest to various groups.”   It takes a person’s breath away just listing it all!


Our chapter paths frequently cross.  She was the author of the booklet “The Sullivan Campaign of the Revolutionary War,” collaborating with our own past president Michael Tunison.  Profits from that book were then donated to this chapter’s Porter Pastel’s Project. 

 
She was an integral part of the success of that Porter Project, acting as a liaison with the family heirs, and the offices of both the NYS Museum & Historian.  She was the guiding force that resulted in the successful first two showings.
